Morgan trainer, Calvin Sessink passed away Tuesday, June 24th of complications caused by 
a farm tractor accident at the Sessink family's Old Orchard Farm in 
South Lyon, Michigan. A popular figure on the show scene, Mr. 
Sessink and his partner and sister, Sandy trained numerous World, 
National and Regional Champions for nearly 30 years. He leaves 
his 16 year old cherished son, Bradley as well as countless friends 
and family who will miss him terribly.
