USEF Rules Changes Take Effect April 1 

Changes to USEF rules pertaining to the Morgan horse division that go into effect on April 1 can be found online at 

www.usef.org/_IFrames/RuleBook/Changes/2010.aspx. Also included is the addition of the Western Dressage division. 

 

USEF also has approved a rule change affecting the use of non-steroidal anti-inflammatory drugs (NSAIDs) in 

competition horses. The USEF Board of Directors voted in January to amend its Therapeutic Drug Rule and restrict use to 

a single NSAID beginning December 31, 2011.  

 

Beginning April 1, 2010, anyone using two NSAIDs in a horse within five days prior to participating at a USEF-licensed 

competition will be required to complete and file NSAID Disclosure Form with the USEF Steward/Technical Delegate or 

their Designated Competition Office Representative.

Directions to Meeting!  

Directions from OKC/Norman:  
  
1)      Take I -40  or I -240 East (towards Shawnee) 
2)      Exit at Choctaw Road  ï Exit 166   (about 1 mile after I-40 & I -240 converge) 
3)      North (turn right) on Choctaw Road  to SE 59th (first stop sign ï approx 1 ¼ miles)  
4)      East (turn right) on SE 59 th  ï 2 miles to Triple X  Road. 
5)      South (turn right) on Triple X  Road ~ ½ mile to Melodie Lane   (gravel road only goes east ï to your left)  
6)      East (turn left) on Melodie Lane  ~500ft.   First drive on the South (right) side of the road.
